I  am so frequently amazed at how 

much God accomplishes when his 

people partner together, especially as I 

see it happen here at OTBA. 

   Sixteen families are housed in Good 

News Homes-owned properties.  Thir-

teen families are in the KY SafeHaven 

program, receiving rent support and 

monthly counsel through GNH.  Most 

are families with limited housing op-

tions.  Some are escaping situations of 

abuse or neglect.  Others have been liv-

ing out of cars or storage units.  Cost to 

OTBA = $0. 

    Infant/Child Resource Center helps 

10-12 families per week, on average, 

with diapers, baby care items, children’s 

clothing  and more, trying to show God’s 

love to young families caught up in the 

pressures of economic difficulties.  Cost 

to OTBA = $0. 

   Adult Clothes Closet sees an average 

of 5-6 families per week, helping meet 

clothing needs for financially pressed 

families.  Cost to OTBA = about $300 

for materials for clothing racks. 

   Baptist Builders have helped 19 

churches or housing ministries with new 

construction at no charge for their labor.  

Included in that are 2 apartment quadri-

plexes for Good News Homes.  Cost to 

OTBA = $0. 

   ―Find It Here‖ is an up-coming asso-

ciation-wide effort to share the gospel 

with every home in Oldham and Trimble 

counties this fall and next spring.  Fund-

ing is still being determined.  But if 

OTBA paid for everything, cost would 

still be only $3,000-$4,000 to touch all 

24,000+ homes in OTBA. 

   All of these—and other excellent min-

istries—are possible because of the 

shared dreams, planning, and hard work 

of hundreds of volunteers.  —And be-

cause member churches contribute faith-

fully and regularly to OTBA’s budget, 

which provides the means to support and 

guide these ministries. 

   My prayer is that, in the midst of the 

financial challenges that church mem-

bers face, they would show the spiritual 

maturity to recognize that God is still 

our first priority, which ought to be re-

flected in our budgets.  I pray also that
