Trust and Obey

n his book The Speed of Trust Steven

Covey argues for a simple equation to
help readers understand the significance
of trust in the effectiveness of any or-
ganization. He holds that the level of
trust affects two outcomes in particular,
speed and cost. If trust is high, speed of
advance increases and costs go down. If
trust goes down, speed goes down and
costs increase.

As an example, think of air travel since
9/11. Because of lack of security trust
levels, we have moved from arriving at
security gates 1/2 hour before departure
to arriving 1 1/2 hours before departure.
And we pay a 9/11 security “tax” with
every ticket we buy.

Conversely, Warren Buffet bought
McLane Distribution (a $23 billion com-
pany) from Walmart. Because of high
trust between persons involved, the deal
was sealed in one two-hour meeting and
a handshake, saving their companies
millions of dollars and months of time.

I thought immediately of the old hymn
“Trust and Obey” and how, when Jesus
is our leader, those two can be almost
simultaneous. Because I trust my life to
Jesus, all I want to know is what He
wants me to do—and then I obey (at
least in my better moments!)

But sometimes with mere mortals it’s
more difficult. In particular, many
churches struggle with trust levels be-
tween leaders and the membership.

Some churches seem able to adapt,
make decisions, and advance in new
directions with amazing ease. Others
can’t decide on paint schemes without a
protracted negotiation process. Often, at
issue is the level of trust.

Trust can affect a variety of areas as to
how we regard others: The heart—We
ask, Do I really matter to them, or am I
merely a tool for them to get their way?
Integrity —Can I trust them to do what
they say? Is he/she genuine, or am |
seeing only a fagade? Intellect—Are
they clear thinkers or will they only fol-
low the crowd or their own emotions,
egos, or whims?

What’s the speed of trust at your
church? To increase the speed of trust,
leaders and laity alike have to prove
themselves trustworthy. Some good
questions for self-evaluation include...
Am [ trusting and obeying as I hear
Christ’s call upon me to serve Him?
