P reparations have been completed, 

and orientation sessions for church 

leaders have just ended.  Implementation 

is just beginning.

   All 22 churches and 3 church plants 

are participating in some way, a level of 

involvement OTBA has not had in recent 

memory.  And 75% of the churches were 

present for the orientation sessions.  We 

have had no event yield this level of 

church engagement! 

   Members are getting excited about the 

possibilities:  A woman in one of the 

workshops testified with glowing face, 

“I have been concerned about the lack of 

visitation by our church in the commu-

nity….This is an answer to my prayers.  

This is something we can do.” 

   I have seen pastors and lay leaders 

who have felt like they’ve been strug-

gling alone find encouragement as they 

shared with other church leaders.  To-

gether they are asking the difficult ques-

tions and searching out solutions. 

   Leaders are catching a vision of the 

fact that reaching every corner of our 

two counties is not an insurmountable 

goal—when we cooperate and coordi-

nate our work together with the Spirit’s 

power and leadership.  We can fulfill the 

Great Commission in our Jerusalem, 

when we work together as a team with 

Christ as our Head! 

   Yes, praying for and hand-delivering a 

gospel message to each of the 24,000 

homes in our two counties is a challeng-

ing goal.  And being ready for and fol-

lowing up with those who respond won’t 

be easy either. 

   But God is ready to do something that 

glorifies Himself.  If we will prayerfully 

follow His leadership, we will be privi-

leged to see Him do some mighty things! 

   Eph. 3:20 reminds us, “Now to him 

who is able to do immeasurably more 

than all we ask or imagine, according to 

his power that is at work within us, to 

him be glory...forever and ever!” 

   Have these early “wins” inspired you 

to envision what God can do through us 

as we work through Find It Here?  He 

promises to do far more than you or I 

can imagine!  Are you readying yourself 

to be used by Him for His glory?
